Event Ideas
e Slo-pitch/Family Slo-pitch tournament
e Invite and Include Dignitaries in events — (i.e. parade marshal).
o Invite Ken Cheveldayoff.

Invite Military Cadets/Leask Legion/Have a tribute to our veterans

Local business people dress in period costume for the week prior to the event

Create a mascot/monument:

o World’s Biggest Whooping Crane, as Blaine Lake is on the migratory path for the
birds and often stop at the Blaine Lakes
Have a monument made of Doukhobour women pulling a plough.

Get plaques that describe each of the settlement cultures (i.e. Scottish, French,
Ukrainian, etc...)

o There is a capital grant (Legacy Monument Grant) available, can range from
$50,000 to $200,000 and the deadline is Sept. 30, 2010. Prototypes will need to
be done before the date, so a cost can be estimated. If wanting to do this, a sub-
committee needs to be made for this as soon as possible.

e Skew the Blaine Lake restaurant menus toward ethnic food for the weekend
e Performances from Sask. Express/ Saskatoon Mini-Expressions

e Dance —or a couple of dances

o Dan Diehl would like to have a concert/concerts

o Street Dance
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e Play depicting Blaine Lake history

e Old time dancing and demonstration/Square dancing/barber shop quartet

e Wagon rides/livery stables

e Get millstone working (sits in front of library)

e Gopher races/ pig races

e Dunk tank for local politicians

e Blacksmithing demonstration, carving whistles out of willow demonstration
